RAMP has three strategic thrusts:
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Support Sandia’s mission by offering and leveraging our experience 
in neutron generator production, concurrent design manufacturing 
and manufacturing systems science and technology to internal 
business units.

· Establish regional manufacturing partnerships with universities, commercial industry, and government entities to engage in manufacturing R&D, exercise Sandia’s capabilities through technical assistance projects and help develop/enhance the high-tech manufacturing capabilities of current and potential partners.

· Engage in manufacturing R&D projects with regional universities to augment Sandia initiatives in such areas as improved cycle times, higher production yields, risk and supplier assessment and improved modeling to reduce destructive testing of high consequence/high cost components.

The following programs support RAMP’s strategic thrust areas:
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Center for Energetic Materials and Energetic Devices (CEMED): 
CEMED is a virtual center for cost-effective research, development, testing and evaluation of energetic materials and energetic devices. Established in September 2003, CEMED participants include New Mexico Institute of Mining and Technology, Los Alamos National Laboratory and Sandia. Combining its staff and facilities, CEMED is able to effectively work with industry, small business, universities and government agencies to solve technical problems related to energetics.
